Definition  Cooperative or producer group: irrespective of diverging national definitions, this refers to 
a formal or informal organization of producers in order to facilitate market linkages, access 
to inputs, storage, processing equipment etc. 

Project beneficiaries: all direct beneficiaries of the respective project component
